HIGHER VANITY CALL SIGN FEE

THAN FIRST PROPOSED

A new FCC regulatory fee of
$16.10 to apply for an Amateur
Radio vanity call sign will
become effective sometime in
mid-September, when the new
fee schedule appears in the
Federal Register. (ARRL will
report the exact date as soon
as it becomes available.)
Earlier this year, the FCC had
proposed upping the vanity
call sign fee from its current
$15 to $15.20. The vanity call
sign fee has fluctuated over the
17 years of the current pro-
gram — from high of $50 when
the program debuted in 1996
to a low of $11.70 in 2007.

In a Report and Order in
MD Docket 13-140, released
August 12, the FCC ordered a

broad schedule of new fees for
all services and waived the
usual 30-day waiting period
following Federal Register
publication,

Because there would not be
time for new fees to become
effective before the start of the
new federal fiscal year on
October 1, 2013. The FCC says
it expects $230,230 in revenue
to cover the costs of adminis-
tering the vanity call sign pro-
gram. It anticipates 14,300
vanity call sign applications.

Applicants must pay the reg-
ulatory fee not only when
applying for a new vanity call
sign, but also when renewing a
vanity call sign (those holding
“heritage” vanity call signs

issued prior to 1993 are
exempt).

The ARRL VEC will process
license renewals for vanity call
sign holders for a modest fee.
The service is available to
ARRL members and nonmem-
bers, although League mem-
bers pay less.

The New India Express has
reported on the invention of a
new pen which will vibrate if it
senses that the writer is mak-
ing a spelling mistake or his or
her handwriting is messy.

special motion sensor inside
and a small battery operated
Linux operated computer with
a WiFi chip which allows the
pen to recognize specific move-
ments, letter shapes and a wide
assortment of words.

THE SUN IS ABOUT TO FLIP

Scientists predict that the
sun’s magnetic field is about to
flip, according to a NASA
Science article. The celestial
event may mark the midpoint
of the current solar cycle 24.

“It looks like we’re no more
than 3 to 4 months away from
a complete field reversal,” the
article quotes solar physicist
Todd Hoeksema, the director of
Stanford University’s Wilcox
Solar Observatory. “This
change will have ripple effects
throughout the solar system.”
As the article explains, the
sun’s magnetic field switches
polarity approximately every
11 years at the peak of each
solar cycle. The pending rever-

sal means we’re halfway
through the current cycle.

Solar  physicist  Phil
Scherrer, also of Stanford,
explains it this way: The sun’s
polar magnetic fields “weaken,
go to zero, and then emerge
again with the opposite polar-
ity. This is a regular part of the
solar cycle.” The effect of the
change in the heliosphere are
felt all the way out to the edges
of interstellar space. The flip
also affects cosmic rays, which
pose a danger to astronauts
and space probes, and, accord-
ing to some researchers, may
affect Earth’s cloud cover and
climate.

“The sun’s north pole has

already changed sign, while the
south pole is racing to catch
up,” says Scherrer. “Soon, how-
ever, both poles will be
reversed, and the second half of
solar max will be underway.”

A ScienceCasts video, “Solar
Max Double Peaked,” linked
from the article, quotes Dean
Pesnell of the Goddard Space
Flight Center as predicting a
double peak to cycle 24.
Pesnell believes that cycle 24,
which saw peak sunspot num-
bers in 2011 followed by a dip
in 2012, could rebound later
this year and into 2014 — possi-
bly 2015.

This for
its alleged violation of the
agency’s rules by marketing
non-certified amplifiers and
kits via its website.

DNJ Radio was offering R M
Italy brand linear amplifiers
and amplifier kits that were
capable of operation on both 11

GPS JAMMING

A New Jersey man faces a
$32,000 fine after regulators
say he interfered with a satel-
lite guidance system at one of
the nation’s busiest airports.

The FCC claims that Gary
Bojczak installed a GPS jam-
ming device in his company
owned pickup truck in an
apparent attempt to keep his
employer from knowing his
whereabouts. But what
Bojczak was not aware of was

and 10 meters that had not
been certified for sale in the
United States. It also said that
a disclaimer posted on DNJ
Radio’s website that the devices
were only for industrial, scien-
tific, medical, or export use was
not acceptable because using
them on 11 meters would vio-
late FCC rules.

The FCC ordered DNJ Radio
to immediately discontinue

marketing these unauthorized
devices and gave the company
30 days to provide a list of
amplifiers imported or mar-
keted under the name RM Italy.
It also told DNJ Radio that any
future violations could result in
sanctions of up to $16,000 for
each future violation.

that the jammer was interfer-
ing with a new GPS assisted
navigation system used to aid
aircraft approaching and
departing Newark Liberty
International Airport in New
Jersey.

Federal agents eventually
tracked the jamming signal to
Bojczak’s vehicle. Bojczak
reportedly surrendered the
jamming device after his truck
was stopped at the airport in

August 2012.

At the time of the incident
the system was undergoing
testing and was not put into
full service until September of
last year.

Bojczak was given the cus-
tomary 30 days from the issue
date of the NAL to pay or to
file an appeal.
